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Garst Seed Co., entered into an arrangement with Monsanto prior to
their purchase by Syngenta three years ago.  This business agreement
allowed Garst to sell their genetically enhanced seed corn with the
Monsanto Roundup Ready® trait.  This agreement terminates December
31, 2007, which necessitates the following changes: Garst 8248RR and
Garst 8287RR will be marketed as 82R45GT and 82K79GT respectively.
These two hybrids will be marketed under the Agrisure® brand.  Agrisure®

brand denotes glyphosate tolerance providing the capability to spray
glyphosate materials on glyphosate tolerant corn in compliance with
label restrictions. Garst 8270RR will not be available for sale in 2008.
Laser Brand L9H87RR will be available as a substitute for Garst 8270RR
and has the Roundup Ready® trait.

HEAT UNITS FOR
CORN GROWTH

    In the final analysis, corn growth is related to heat. Heat Units
or Growing Degree Units (GDU’s), sometimes expressed as Growing
Degree Days (GDD’s), are calculated for each day by a formula:

GDU = H + L – Base (50oF)
                           2
H = High temperature for the day
L = Low temperature for the day

Below 50o F there is little or no corn growth.  A floor of
50o is used.

    If the high temperature is above 86o F, it is always leveled off
as 86o because corn growth rate from photosynthesis reaches
equilibrium with respiration.

Examples:
          1. At planting time:

GDU = 54 + 46 - 50 = 25GDU’s
